The Spirit of Power

Luke 1:35 NKJV

And the angel answered and said to her, "The Holy Spirit will come upon you, and the power of the Highest will overshadow you; therefore, also, that Holy One who is to be born will be called the Son of God.
· “Power” dunamis, doo'-nam-is From G1410; force (literally or figuratively); specifically miraculous power (usually by implication a miracle itself): - ability, abundance, meaning, might (-ily, -y, -y deed), (worker of) miracle (-s), power, strength, violence, mighty (wonderful) work.

· Acts 1:8 NKJV, “But you shall receive power when the Holy Spirit has come upon you; and you shall be witnesses to Me in Jerusalem, and in all Judea and Samaria, and to the end of the earth." 
· “Come” to supervene, that is, arrive, occur, impend, attack, (figuratively) influence: - come (in, upon).

· “Supervene” as apposed to merely intervening! (supervene: to come about unexpectedly, usually interrupting or changing what is going on
· There is a reason that the Holy Spirit is often thought of as merely a force, or power
· He comes with power
· His person is behind his power, most people encounter his power before they come to know his person, or personality
· Acts 8:18-20 NKJV, “And when Simon saw that through the laying on of the apostles' hands the Holy Spirit was given, he offered them money, saying, "Give me this power also, that anyone on whom I lay hands may receive the Holy Spirit.  "But Peter said to him, "Your money perish with you, because you thought that the gift of God could be purchased with money! 
· Tell the story
· Application
· Like Simon, we cannot insult the Holy Spirit by dimminising Him, or His influence to merely a power or a trick
· But we also cannot ere by removing the miracle power of His presence
· We must believe that the Spirit comes to “supervene” into our lives
· To “change what is going on” 
· Often in unexpected ways!
· We must invite Him to overshadow us with the Power of the Highest, and birth Christ in our hearts, even as He did to Mary so many years ago….
